*  We have a total of 54 beds available to us
* Ofthe 54, we need about 14 spaces for leaders, leaving 40 spaces for youth and parents
* Initial priority is being given to Beavers and Cubs who are not with a parent (of course, if a par-
ent is also a leader, well, the parent is most likely coming!)
* Registration opens December 1 for Beavers and Cubs and closes January 9
*  After all Beaver/Cub registrations are in, we will fill spots for parents of Beavers who wish to attend
overnight, on a first-come basis. (Note: You need to have your ‘parent helper’ designation before camp). Please in-
dicate your desire to attend starting December 1. Once the youth registration is closed, we will offer spaces to par-
ents on the first-come basis (sort of like a wait-list)
* Payment is required by January 15 (Cubs) or January 16 (Beavers). (If payment dates are an

The costing option for Saturday includes lunch and din-
ner. Parents staying for the day do not need to get onto the ‘parent staying overnight’ waitlist.
